Gray Panthers of Metro Detroit, an intergenerational social justice organization with members in Southeast Michigan, were encouraged to learn that a couple of courageous legislators have introduced a sensible bill to outlaw high capacity gun clips shortly after the tragedy in Tucson. The first was House member Carolyn McCarthy, who herself suffered a great loss after another senseless shooting some years ago, which inspired her to run for Congress.

Representative McCarthy introduced H.R. 308, “The Large Capacity Ammunition Feeding Device Act.” Senator Lautenberg has introduced a companion bill in the Senate, S.B. 32. 

Gray Panthers are glad to know that Senator Levin quickly became a co-sponsor of the Senate bill. We are asking you to follow these two senators example by supporting this important legislation (if and when it comes before the full Senate). As Senator Lautenberg has said: “The only reason to have 30 bullets loaded into a handgun is to kill a lot of people very quickly.” Nobody should be able to buy stockpiles of the ammunition that the alleged shooter in Tuscan was able to buy.
